(God’s choice

of people to be saved)
Eph 1:4-6; Rom 8:28-30;

2 Tim 2:10



Calling
(proclaiming the message

of the gospel)

Regeneration
(being born again)

John 1:13; 3:3-8; 1 Peter 1:3; 
23; Eph 2:5; James 1:18



Conversion
(faith & repentance)

John 1:12; 3:16; 6:37; Matt 
11:28-30; Acts 3:19; 16:31



Justification
(right legal standing before God)

Rom 8:30; 3:26, 28;
5:1; Gal 2:16; 3:24



Adoption
(membership in God’s family)

John 1:12; Rom 8:14-17;
Eph 1:5; Gal 4:4-7



Sanctification
(transformation; growth in 

likeness to Christ)
1 Cor 6:11; Acts 20:32; Rom 

6:11-19; 2 Cor 3:18; Phil 
3:13-14; Rom 8:29



Perseverance/
Assurance

(remaining a Christian)
John 6:38-40; 3:36; 1 Jn 5:13; 

Rom 8:30; Eph 1:13-14; 1 
Peter 1:5; John 8:31-32
